License Clearances

WHEREAS, the Internal Revenue Service has underway a number of major initiatives to
identify nonfilers and collect delinquent taxes, and

WHEREAS, one of these initiatives includes efforts to require persons who receive
government—issued licenses be in compliance with tax laws, and

WHEREAS, successful efforts have been launched where a state will not issue a license
to an individual who is not current with federal taxes, and

WHEREAS, states can and do benefit from the same type of programs, now, therefore,
be it

Resolved, that the Member States of the Multistate Tax Commission work closely with
the Internal Revenue Service to develop appropriate programs that link the payment of

federal and state tax obligations to the various privileges and licenses granted by either
government, and otherwise to achieve common goals.

Reaffirmed the 30" day of July 1999.
